1. Check to see if anyone needs urgent medical care. If yes, try to help them if you
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know how to stop heavy bleeding. Do not move seriously injured people unless it’s a

life-threatening situation (combustion of the car). Call an ambulance.

Call police (don’t discuss the issue of fault with the other party involved)

Get the facts about the accident. For this purpose, you will need to have:
